ADOPTION OF MEETING MINUTES

Mr. Messina made a motion to approve the meeting minutes of the Hammonton Planning Board for September 20, 2017 as reviewed.   Mr. DeMarco seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.   Mr. Giralo and Mr. Hozik abstained from voting in this matter. 
REVISED CHANGE OF USE

Frank Olivo, Esq. is present for the applicant, Xiao Wei Wang.   He is requesting a revised change of use for Block 4702, Lot 10, Zone HB at 282 Rt. 206.  Approval was granted on August 2, 2017.   He stated that the Pinelands Commission had an issue with abandonment and that the resolution was silent on the issue.   Mr. Olivo stated the property was not abandoned as a restaurant use when Ms. Wang and Mr. Kaufer bought the property and would like that testimony to be a part of the resolution.   
Gary Kaufer of 5021 White Horse Pike, Mullica Township, NJ is sworn in by Mr. Schroeder.   He stated that the property still has all existing conditions for a restaurant even though it is not operating as a restaurant and was closed.   He said when he bought the property it was marketed as a commercial site.     
Mr. Olivo read the NJ statute on abandoned property.

MOTION

Mr. Giralo made a motion to approve the revised change of use and accept that the use was not abandonded as a restaurant, commercial use.   Mr. Pherribo seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

At this time, Mr. Schroeder stated that he has the resolution ready for Xiao Wei Wang, if the board would like to adopt it this night.   
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ADOPTION OF RESOLUTION

Mr. Hozik made a motion to approve the revised change of use resolution for XIAO WEI WANG.    Mr. Giralo seconded the motion, which carried unanimously. 
MINOR SUBDIVISION

Robert Scott Smith, Planner, is present for the applicant, Jennifer and Michael                                               Delfiandra.  They are requesting to subdivide her mother’s property so that they may build their home, Block 1101, Lot 7, Zone RR at 810 13th Street.                                         
Robert Scott Smith, Planner, Jennifer and Michael Delfiandra, the applicants and LouAnn Jones, owner of the property of 810 13th Street are sworn in by Mr. Schroeder.   Mr. Smith stated the parcel is 9.77 acres and the new lot will be 3.2 acres.   The property is not farmed at present, but their intent is to farm the land.  The property presently does not have town water or sewer.   Mr. Vettese stated that they can hook up to town water.   
Robert Vettese addressed his report dated October 11, 2017.   He suggested a buffer to the AP zone and to provide the town an easement for drainage between lots 7.01 and 7 which will not encroach within the side yard setback and along the rear property line of lot 7.   He said the Town plans to extend the sewer line in the future.    
Mr. Smith stated there are plans to place the septic system where the town wants the easement.  Mrs. Jones stated they would not like to disturb the wetlands to the rear of the property.
At this time, the meeting is recessed so that Mr. Smith may talk privately with his clients concerning the easement.
Meeting Resumes

At this time, the applicant requests that the application be carried to the next meeting of November 1, 2017 so that they may meet with board professionals and discuss options to the easement request from the town.  No new notice is needed.
MOTION

Mr. Pherribo made a motion to table the application for Jennifer and Michael Delfiandra to the meeting of November 1, 2017.   Mr. Hozik seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

All members agreed to adjourn this meeting of the Hammonton Planning Board.
