Chairman Marinelli designated alternate member Vince Messina as a full voting members for tonight’s meeting.   

ADOPTION OF MEETING MINUTES

Mr. Capelli made a motion to adopt the Hammonton Planning Board meeting minutes for July 1, 2015 as received.   Mr. Messina seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

ANNOUNCEMENT

Chairman Marinelli stated that the application for PRIMAX PROPERTIES, LLC for major site plan has been rescheduled for the meeting of August 5, 2015.  

MINOR SUBDIVISION

William McManus, Planner and Francine Cioffi, applicant, are sworn in.   They are requesting a minor two lot subdivision and development of one single family dwelling, for Block 2301, Lot 60, Zone R-3 at 715 4th Street. He stated the present lot is 2.29 acres with an existing single family dwelling.   The existing home, lot 60 will consist of over 30,000 sq. ft. and the new lot 61.01 will have over 66,000 sq. ft.  The new lot is odd shaped.   They are not requesting variances, since both lots will meet zone requirements.   They are requesting a waiver of curb and sidewalk.  There are no sidewalks within the immediate area of the property.  Wetlands are very close and not practical for curbing and sidewalk.  He said the applicant is asking to postpone contributing to the curb and sidewalk ordinance for the existing lot, until the new building lot is sold.   He said between the curb and sidewalk and recreation contribution fees it would exceed $16,000.00, which is a lot for a one lot subdivision.   

Mr. McManus submits A-1, a plot plan, and A-2, an aerial view of the property.     A shed on the property will be moved, since it will encroach on the new lot.  

Bob Vettese addressed his report dated July 15, 2015.   He said a recreation contribution 

is mandatory for one new lot and curb and sidewalk contribution is needed for both lots.   
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He also said a lot grading plan should accompany building permits for the new lot.

Mr. Pherribo made a motion to waive curb and sidewalk.  Mr. Esposito seconded the motion, which was denied with 7 no votes and 1 yes vote by Mrs. Byrnes.

MOTION

Mr. Capelli made a motion to defer the recreation fee and curb and sidewalk contribution to the time of the new lot (60.01) being sold.   Mr. Pherribo seconded the motion, which was carried unanimously. 

MOTION

Mr. Espostio made a motion to approve the minor subdivision.  Mr. Messina seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

MOTION

Mr. Gribbin made a motion to grant a 2 year extension for curb and sidewalk for the original lot 60.   Mr. Capelli seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.   

CHANGE OF USE, WAIVER OF SITE PLAN

Frank Luisi is present for the application of John Panticello.  He is requesting a change of use and waiver of site plan to permit the conversion of an office to a retail sports store and 2nd floor apartment for Block 2511, Lot 4, Zone DT-3 at 318 12th Street.   The applicant also appeared before the board on July 1, 2015, but the board could not make a determination based on the application submitted at that time.  

Frank Luisi and Matt Vargo are sworn in.   They submitted this evening A-1, a revised plot plan, A-2, a rough sketch of the existing lot and A-3 revised architectural plans.   

The board and professionals stated that more information is needed to determine the waiver and change of use requested.   Mr. Vettese and Mr. Dixon offered to work with the applicant and suggested they postpone the application to the meeting of August 19, 2015.   The applicant agreed.

MOTION 

Mr. Gribbin made a motion to table the application of John Panticello to the meeting of August 19, 2015.   Mr. DeMarco seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

ADJOURNMENT

Being no further business, Mr. Pherribo made a motion to adjourn this meeting of the Hammonton Planning Board.  Mr. Capelli seconded the motion.  All board member were in favor.
