PRELIMIANRY AND FINAL MAJOR SITE PLAN


BELLEVUE PROPERY ASSOCIATES, LLC---WAWA

Robert Bucknam, Esq. of Archer and Greiner Associates is present for the applicant, Bellevue Property Associates, LLC.  They are requesting approval for preliminary and final major site plan to permit a WaWa convenience store and gasoline service for Block 3502, Lot’s 1, 2, and p/o 3, Zone GW-3 at 2 and 8 North White Horse Pike.  With Mr. Bucknam there is Joe Pacera of Bellevue Property Associates, 41 So. Haddon Avenue, Haddonfield, NJ, Michele Young, Project Manager for Maser Consulting, 2000 Midlantic Drive, Mt. Laurel, NJ, Timothy Kernan, PE with Maser Consulting, Brian Lettini, Regional Director of JK Environmental Services, PO Box 509, Lafayette Hill, PA, Kristen Ritz, Real Estate Project Manager, WaWa, Inc., and Nicholas Aiello, PE of Maser Consutlting, Mt. Laurel, NJ.   All are sworn in by Mr. Schroeder.
Mr. Bucknam submitted A-1, an aerial view with site plan overlay, a-2. rendered site plan with landscaping, A-3, architectural elevations for wawa store, a-4, architectural elevations for fuel canopy and trash enclosure, a-5, gateway inprovements, a-6, sign elevations, and a-7, site plan showintg pedestrian connection.

 mr. Bucknam stated that the propery owned by multani has been in remediation for 11 years and is still monitored.   He said that in 2013 the application came before the zoning board and was denied with a vote of 4 to 3.  The applicant appealed and won with a settlement agreement.  Now it is a by right development.  the application has been approved by mayor and counci which was a prerequisite to appearing before the planning board.  He said they have been working with njdot.  they will try to lessen the impact to elvins avenue, by eliminating tractor trailer pumps.   there will only be tractor trailer deliveries.  the site plan will also improve the rita water ice driveway.  
Mr. Kernan stated Deliveries are scheduled for 4 times a week along with trash pick up.   a privacy fence at elvins avenue is planned along with landscaping at the fence.   The speed bumps at the driveway at rita’s water ice will be removed.  

FOUR variances are requested as: 1—LOT COVERAFE, 2—WALL sign depth, 3--the banner sign, AND THE WALL SIGN HEIGHT.   the welcome to hammonton sign structure is in the right of way and the applicant will work it out with the board planner.   the nj transit bus stop will also be reviewed.   

bob vettese addressed his report dated june 21, 2017.  He questioned the monitoring of the fuel site.   Brian Lentini stated the site will need additional monitoring.
Kevin dixon addressed his report dated June 21, 2017.  He stated that based upon the redevelopment plan and with councils approval, the site plan conforms in everyway.   He recommends a stop sign at elvins avenue.  
Mr. bucknam stated wawa will donate the welcome sign and work with the town planner and engineer.
