ADOPTION OF MEETING MINUTES

Mr. Esposito made a motion to approve the Hammonton Planning Board minutes of July 19, 2015 as received.  Mrs. Byrnes seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENT

Ch. Marinelli stated that the application for Primax Properties, LLC for major site plan has been postponed indefinitely.   The application for John Panticello requesting a change of use and waiver of site plan has been cancelled until further notice.   Mr. Malinsky stated that the time frame for the application has been ongoing and they haven’t taken the advise of the board at previous meetings.   He suggested the application for John Panticello be deemed incomplete.   

MOTION

Mr. Gribbin made a motion to deem the application for John Panticello incomplete.   Mr.  Pherribo seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

REDEVELOPMENT REVIEW

Mr. Comack Morrisy, standing in for Kevin Dixon, Board Planner, presents the Redevelopment Plan for the Gateway Area, South White Horse Pike, dated August 12, 2015.  He stated that on May 6, 2015 the Planning Board did so move to recommend to Mayor and Council that Block 3502, Lots 1 and 2 and Block 3607, Lots 2 and 3 was an area in need of redevelopment.  On June 22, 2015 Mayor and Council passed a resolution declaring the area in need of redevelopment.   On July 30, 2015 the Department of Community Affairs agreed with the findings of Mayor and Council.  The proposal outlines are changes in area, bulk, use and design standards for the overlay zoning district applicable to Block 3502, Lots 1 & 2, Block 3607, Lots 2 & 3.

Mr. Pherribo made a motion to recommend to Mayor and Council the Redevelopment Plan dated August 12, 2015.  Mrs. Byrnes seconded the motion, which carried with 5 affirmative votes and one abstention from Mr. Gribbin.

Mr. Malinsky informed the board on the litigation between Richard Sayer and the Town of Hammonton Planning Board has been decided by Judge Julio Mendez on July 17, 2015.   In the final order Judge Mendez agreed with the Planning Board in denying the change of use to permit a 4 apartment building expansion to 8 units.    The building is located at Front Street, Block 2526, Lot 7, Zone DT-3.   Mr. Sayer has 45 days to appeal the order.
