Chairman Messina designated alternate member Wayne Reichert as a full voting member for tonight’s meeting.

USE VARIANCE

Virginia and Mark Pyontek are sworn in by Mr. Woolson.   They are requesting a use variance to permit adding an efficiency apartment to an existing 2 apartment dwelling at 600 12th Street, Block 2502, Lot 4, Zone DT-3.  
Mr. Pyontek stated the lot is 90’x150’ and parking will be on Monroe Avenue and street parking is also available.   Each unit is one bedroom and so will the efficiency apartment.   They do not plan to change the outside.  They previously had taken off the enclosed porch and it is now open.  He said it is convenient for tenants to shop locally being so close to town.   The driveway is gravel and opens onto Monroe Avenue.   There is also a street opening onto 12th Street.
