


                 December 16, 2015

The regular meeting of the Hammonton Planning Board was called to order this date by Chairman Edward H. Marinelli, in Council Chambers at 7:30 p.m., with the announcement of the Sunshine Law and fire exit procedure.   The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.   The meeting was televised.

Chairman Marinelli designated Alternate #2, Vincent Messina as a full voting member for tonight’s meeting.

ADOPTION OF MEETING MINUTES

Mr. Capelli made a motion to approve the meeting minutes of the Hammonton Planning Board for December 2, 2015 as received.   Mr. Messina seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.


Mr. Malinsky stated that the application for minor subdivision for Merry Jo Pitera is postponed to the meeting of January 6, 2016.

VARIANCE, WAIVER OF SITE PLAN

Keith Davis, Esq. is present for the applicant, New England Fitness, South, Inc. (Planet Fitness).  Mr. Davis stated the applicant requests variances for sign size, sign letter height, sign height and 2 signs, where one is permitted for Block 4604, Lot 32, Zone HB at 71 South White Horse Pike.   Tiffany Cubiello, Planner, Galloway Township, NJ is sworn in by Mr. Malinsky.

The building was originally a Superfresh Store.  Mz. Cubiello submitted A-1, an overview of the existing shopping center, A-2, signage plan and A-3 existing photo of the site.  The sign is proposed at 281.35 sq. ft.  The shopping center is over 700 feet from the White Horse Pike. The sign height will help make it visible from the White Horse Pike. Variances for letter height, sign area and height of sign at 9’ where 24” is allowed are requested.   The sign will be lit internally and be proportioned in size to the building.  

Alex Nerlo, project manager for 9 Planet Fitness gyms is sworn in by Mr. Malinksy.  He stated they plan to open on January 19, 2016.  They will only be using the front portion of the building.  The other side may be rented out to another tenant.     

Mr. Hozik enters at this time, 7:59 p.m.
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Kevin Dixon addressed his report dated December 15, 2015 with the board.

MOTION

Mr. Gribbin made a motion to approve 4 variances, which are to allow 2 wall mounted signs, sign area, sign height and sign letter height.   Mrs. Byrnes seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.   Mr. Hozik did not vote in this matter.

PRELIMINARY AND FINAL MAJOR SITE PLAN

Damien Del Duca, Esq. is present for the applicant, Primax Properties, NJ Tractor.   They are seeking preliminary and final major site plan to permit development of a 19,100 sq. ft. retail business for Block 4602, Lot 9, Zone HB at 70 Rt. 206.

Mr. Del Duca gives an overview of plans proposed.  He submitted A-1, an aerial photograph and A-2, site plan.   He said there is 96 parking spaces and 70 shown on the plan.  26 spaces are reserved for tractor display.  The Tractor Supply Co. has been in business since 1938.  

John Pettit, Engineer for the applicant is sworn in by Mr. Malinsky.  The outside display area will be fenced.  An onsite pumping station will service the business and run down Rt. 206 to an existing manhole at Bellevue Avenue.  They will also have town water.    A-3, building elevations are submitted.   Several variances are requested, sign size 147 sq. ft.,  rearyard buffer to a residential use at 31’ and sideyard buffer at 1.5’.  There will be plantings along both buffers.  The trash enclosure and loading ramp are located at the rear of the building.  NJDOT approval is needed for access to Route 206.  Design waivers are requested for separation to seasonal high water table at 2’, 5 to 1 sideslope, infiltration rate (less than 8 inches per hour), and difference in elevation between spillway to the top elevation of the basin.   The Certificate of Filing is inconsistent for the permeability of soils.   A 2” sewer main and 8” water main will be tied to town utilities down Rt. 206 to Bellevue Avenue.   

Frank Fawcett, Project Director for Development with Primax, of Charlotte, North Carolina is sworn in by Mr. Malinsky.   Mr. Fawcett stated the hours of operation are Sunday 8:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m., Monday through Saturday, 8:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. or 9:00 p.m. and they plan to will employ 12 to 20 people full and part time.  Deliveries are once or twice a week during business hours. Trash pickup is once a week and they recycle. There is parking for 70 and 26 reserved parking spaces.   

Robert Vettese addressed his report dated December 16, 2015.  Mr. Pettit addressed all points in the review.   He will meet with Mr. Pettit to make changes in the basin plans.
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Kevin Dixon addressed his report dated August 18, 2015.  Mr. Dixon stated traffic circulation is more than required.

Mr. Gribbin made a motion to deem the application complete.   Mr. Hozik seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Mr. Capelli made a motion to grant design waivers and variances.  Mr. Pherribo seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Mr. Gribbin made a motion to approve preliminary and final major site plan, subject to all approving agencies.  Mr. Capelli seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  

OTHER BUSINESS

MOTION

Mr. Hozik made a motion to authorize the board secretary to advertise for Solicitor for the board.    Mr. Capelli seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Chairman Marinelli wished everyone a Merry Christmas and Happy New Year.

ADJOURNMENT 

Being no further business the Hammonton Planning Board was adjourned.   All members agreed.
