ADOPTION OF MEETING MINUTES

Mr. Hozik made a motion to adopt meeting minutes of the Hammonton Planning Board for January 21, 2015 as received.   Mr. Capelli seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

REGULAR BUSINESS

MINOR SUBDIVISION

Nicholas Domenico of 761 12th Street is sworn in by Mr. Malinsky.   He states he would like to re-align lot lines for Block 1102, Lot 36 and 36.01, Zone HB at 761 12th Street.   His mother owns lot 36 and he owns lot 36.01.   

Mr. Domenico submitted A-1, 9 photographs of existing conditions.   He said the subdivision will clean up lot lines if the ground is ever sold.   Over the years, the driveway has crossed lot lines.   The lots were originally subdivided in 1983.   Both lots are on an angle.   

Bob Vettese addressed his report dated January 4, 2015.   He states that there are no new lots being created and the recreation fee and curb and sidewalk do not apply. Both lots are serviced by town water.  He did ask the applicant for a 20’ utility easement dedication to the Town across the front of both lots.  The town is anticipating the extension of sewer lines along 12th Street.   The applicant agrees to the utility easement of 20’.  The subdivision will also relieve an encroachment of an existing garage.

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MOTION

Mr. Gribbin made a motion to approve the minor subdivision as to all professional reports and to agree to a 20’ utility easement along the frontage of both lots.   Mr. Hozik seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

CHANGE OF USE, WAIVER OF SITE PLAN

Lawrence Brodsky, Esq. is present for the applicant, Val U Auto Parts, LLC.   He is requesting a change of use and waiver of site plan to permit additional office space for Block 3901, Lots 8,9, & 10, Zone HB at 301 South White Horse Pike.  

James Scheuerman, applicant, is sworn in by Mr. Malinsky.

They are requesting that the building uses include the Napa Store, and three tenants.  One proposed tenant is a senior transport service which will occupy 800 sq. ft. of office space upstairs.  They will service Atlantic and Camden Counties.  The company will have  three office personnel and have 8 to 10 vans working 6:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. 6 days a week.   

All tenants will have their own access to office space.

There is an additional 800 sq. ft of office space on the ground floor and there is a free standing two story building at 2800 sq. ft., which will also have a proposed tenant.   All tenants will use the existing 157 parking spaces on site with designated areas for each.

Bob Vettese addressed his report dated February 4, 2015.   He said the applicant should have a no jurisdiction letter from NJDOT and Atlantic County Planning.   Town water and sewer should be recalulated for the extra tenants.   A-2, a letter from NJDOT and A-3 a letter dated October 4, 2012 from Atlantic County Planning are submitted by the applicant.    

Kevin Dixon addressed his report dated February 4, 2015.   Mr. Dixon stated both retail and offices are permitted in the HB zone.    He has no objection to waiving site plan.
