The regular meeting of the Hammonton Planning Board was called to order this date by Chairman Edward H. Marinelli, in Council Chambers at 7:00 p.m., with the announcement of the Sunshine Law and fire exit procedure.   The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.   The meeting was televised.
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ANNOUNCMENTS 

Chairman Marinelli designated alternate member Vincent Messina as a full voting member for tonight’s meeting.  Elsie Baez will also be a full voting member.

APROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES

Mr. Giralo made a motion to approve the meeting minutes of the Hammonton Planning Board of February 15, 2017 as reviewed.   Mr. DeMarco seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

EXTENSION OF FINAL SUBDIVISION

Skip Byrnes is present for the applicant, Saul and Kristyn Byrnes Frankle.  He is requesting a one year extension of final approval for minor subdivision for Block 1403, Lot’s 10 & 11, Zone RR and R-3 at 590 South First Road.

Mr. Byrnes stated they have been unable to file deeds relating to the subdivision but are now very close.   He does not want to go beyond the last extension date of March 16, 2017.  They now have county approval and deed language needs to be corrected.
MOTION

Mr. Giralo made a motion to grant a one year extension of approval for minor subdivision to March 16, 2018.  Mr. Messina seconded the motion, which carried with 6 affirmative votes and one abstention from Linda Byrnes.   

ADOPTION OF RESOLUTION
Mr. Giralo made a motion to adopt the resolution for ALFRED BERMEL, SR., ALFRED BERMEL, JR. AND KATHLEEN KLAISS for minor subdivision to re-align lot lines.  Mr. Messina seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
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RECESS

At this time, Mr. Giralo made a motion to recess the meeting at 7:10 p.m. to wait for the next applicant.  Mrs. Byrnes seconded the motion.   All board members agreed.

MINOR SITE PLAN

Brian Howell, Esq. is present for the applicant JRI & Sons, LLC (Italiano’s Maplewood Inn).  They are requesting minor site plan approval to permit a 946 sq. ft. addition to the existing restaurant at 470 South White Horse Pike, Block 3904, Lots 43 and 44, Zone HB.  A 365 sq. ft. outside waiting area is also planned.   
Lance Landgraf, of L. B. Landgraf & Associates of Ventnor City, NJ and James Italiano of 540 South 2nd Street are sworn in by Mr. Schroeder.   Mr. Italiano stated the restaurant needs a facelift and the addition will help with congestion at the front door and bar area.  It will provide a covered area outside where the patrons can wait and will allow an extension of the bar area.  The back room eating area will opened up as is was a cramped space.  The addition will only add a few more tables.  He would like to have the construction completed by Mother’s Day, 2017.  They are open 7 days a week.  
Mr. Howell submitted Pre-1, the proposed ground floor plan and Pre-2, a conceptual rendering of the outside.   
Mr. Landgraf stated Pineland approval is not needed as the addition falls under 1,000 sq. ft. and construction will be over existing impervious surface.   The restaurant is tied to town water and sewer and there are no setback issues.   The two parcels will be combined as one.   One handicap parking space will be added.   There are 72 parking spaces where 61 is required.  
Robert Vettese addressed his report dated February 27, 2017.   He said the proposed use extends to both parcels.  The lots should be combined.   A signature block should be added to final plans.   A waiver of 120’ of curbing along the front of the property is needed if not planned.  
Kevin Dixon addressed his report dated March 1, 2017.   He stated the parking lot is functional.  He suggested painting directional arrows in the drive aisles.  They should add a handicap parking space for a total of 2.   Mr. Landgraf stated wheel stops and breakaway ballasts at the front of the building will be installed.
