ADOPTION OF MEETING MINUTES

Mr. Adolf made a motion to approve the meeting minutes of the Hammonton Zoning Board of Adjustment for January 28, 2016 as reviewed.   Mr. Ott seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENT

Chairman Messina announced that the application for Marzilli Construction, LLC for Block 4402, Lot 43.01, Zone HB at 575 North White Horse Pike is postponed to the meeting of April 28, 2016.

USE VARIANCE

Joe Carew of Sun Up Zero Down and the applicant, Michael Ford of 215 Middle Road are sworn in by Mr. Woolson.   They are requesting a use variance to permit a ground mounted solar array for Block 4702, Lot 22, Zone RR at 215 Middle Road.   The array is proposed in the rear yard, 40’ to 45’ from the adjacent neighbor, 30’ from the rear property line and 15’ from the sideyard.  The array panel will measure 10’ high and 35’to 40’ long.  No trees will be removed and it will not require a fence.  It will be a 10k system with stationary panels.  He submitted A-1, a better copy of the survey with setbacks.

Kevin Dixon, Board Planner commented on his report for the board dated March 23, 2016.   He stated he did not feel that the plan he reviewed was informative.   The plan submitted does not provide calculations of overall total lot coverage, no details of the array and the plans are barely legible.  They must prove the use is not a substantial detriment to the public good and will not substantially impair the intent and purpose of the zone.   
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Mr. Ford stated the property is 1.33 acres.

MOTION

Mr. Ott made a motion to deem the application incomplete.  Mr. Adolf seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.   

The applicant stated they would be back at the April 28th meeting.
