The regular meeting of the Hammonton Planning Board was called to order this date by Chairman Edward H. Marinelli, in Council Chambers at 7:00 p.m., with the announcement of the Sunshine Law and fire exit procedure.   The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.   The meeting was televised.

Chairman Marinelli designated alternate #2, Vincent Messina as a full voting member for tonight’s meeting. 

ADOPTION OF MEETING MINUTES

Mr. Giralo made a motion to approve the Hammonton Planning Board meeting minutes of May 3, 2017 as reviewed.   Mr. Messina seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.   

MINOR SUBDIVISION

Brian Howell, Esq. is present for the applicant, BB& T Bank and Trust Co.  He explained to the board the bank would like to subdivide property at 14 Tilton Street, Block 2817, Lot 6, Zone DT-1 and DT-2.  

Mr. Giralo abstained from voting in this matter.   

James Clancy, of Asbury Park, NJ,  the applicant’s engineer, is sworn in by Mr. Schroeder.  He stated this subdivision will undo the approval in 2005 which consolidated the lots.   Currently on the property, there is a bank with a parking area and a single family dwelling that was used for a loan center by the previous bank owned property.  BB&T have a contract buyer for the dwelling.   The original lots were Lot 6 and Lot 6.01.   Six parking spaces will be lost with the subdivision.   The private home will now have 6 parking spaces.   
Bob Vettese addressed his report dated May 30, 2017.   He stated the plan needs to be revised once the tax assessor determines the new lot number and to show the parking spaces on the new lot.  An existing garage will need setback variances if determined by the Solicitor.

MOTION

Mrs. Byrnes made a motion to approve the minor subdivision, rear and sideyard variances and forgoing the access easement between the bank and the new lot.   Mr. Messina seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  Mr. Pherribo and Mr. Giralo did not vote in this matter.  
CHANGE OF USE

Fred DeClement, Esq. is present for the applicant, Joseph and Gayle Berenato.  They are requesting a change of use approval to permit a former vacant church to be utilized for their current business, (metal fabrication, auto body repair and light mechanic shop) adjacent to the vacant church.  The property is located at 18 Front Street, Block 2526, Lot 4, Zone DT-3.

Joseph Berenato, owner and Lance Landgraf, Planner and Engineer are sworn in by Mr. Schroeder.   Mr. Berenato stated he has owned the property for five years.   He has used the rear of the lot for 7 years with an agreement with the previous owner.  Mr. Landgraf submits a change of use plan and not a waiver of site plan.    He stated Mr. Berenato plans to demolish the three story church down to the foundation and rebuild it with 1 ½ stories.   He said the lot needs to remain separate but will have cross easements.   No new paving is planned.   Mr. Landgraf stated Mr. Berenato will add some landscaping along the front of the building.   The new building will look the same as his present business.   There is existing non-conforming sideyard.   There are 7 parking spaces to the rear on stone.  It is not paved.   
Mr. Landgraf stated Pinelands Commission certificate of filing is not needed since the use is less intensive than the previous use and no new paving is planned.   

Mr. Pherribo enters the meeting at this time. 

Bob Vettese addressed his report dated June 5, 2017.  He asked the time frame for the building.  Mr. Berenato said 3 to six months.   

Kevin Dixon addressed his report dated June 7, 2017.   He stated no variances are needed.   The lot is going from one permitted use to another permitted use.   He supports waiving site plan.   He suggested a stop sign at the sidewalk for pedestrians.

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MOTION

Mr. Giralo made a motion to approve waiver from site plan.  Mr. Hozik seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.   Mr. Pherribo did not vote in this matter.
MOTION

Mr. Giralo made a motion to approve the change of use conditioned upon the board professional reports, screening at the front, lighting, stop sign at sidewalk and trash enclosure access.   Mr. Hozik seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  Mr. Pherribo did not vote in this matter.   
ESTENSION OF APPROVAL FOR FINAL MAJOR SITE PLAN

Mr. Jeffrey Chang, Esq. is present for the applicant, MMG Real Estate Holdings, LLC.  He is requesting a one year extension of approval for final major site plan for Block 4801, Lot’s 6 and 6.01, at Main Road.  The last extension will run out June 30, 2017.  

MOTION

Mr. Giralo made a motion to approve the one year extension of approval to June 30, 2018.  Mrs. Byrnes seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

ADOPTION OF RESOLUTION

Mr. Hozik made a motion to approve the resolution for HAMMONTON INVESTORS, LLC FOR TACO BELL as reviewed.   Mr. Giralo seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
ADJOURNMENT

Being no further business, the Hammonton Planning Board was adjourned.
