The regular meeting of the Hammonton Planning Board was called to order this date by Chairman Edward H. Marinelli, in Council Chambers at 7:30 p.m., with the announcement of the Sunshine Law and fire exit procedure.   The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.   The meeting was televised.   
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Chairman Marinelli designated alternate member, Vincent Messina as a full voting member for tonight’s meeting.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES

Ms. Kent made a motion to approve the Hammonton Planning Board meeting minutes of June 15, 2016 as reviewed.   Mr. Messina seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.   Mr. Gribbin abstained from voting.

CHANGE OF USE

Frank Murphy of 211 Price Street is sworn in by the board solicitor, James Schroeder.  Mr. Murphy stated he would like to convert a previous commercial space to a residential home for Block 1803, Lot 16, Zone R-3 at 505 Walnut Street.

Kevin Dixon, Planner for the board, stated in a letter dated July 6, 2016 that the conversion is a permitted use in the R-3 Zone and he had no other comments.  Mr. Murphy currently does not own the property.   The change of use will only be approved to Mr. Murphy.   
MOTION

Mrs. Byrnes made a motion to grant the change of use to Frank Murphy.  Mr. Gribbin seconded the motion, which carried unanimously with affirmative votes from Mr. Esposito, Mrs. Byrnes, Mr. Gribbin, Mr. Hozik, Ms. Kent, Mr. Messina and Chairman Marinelli. 

OTHER BUSINESS

Mr.Schroeder reviewed the Curb and Sidewalk Ordinance, Article 1V 247-27.   He explained curb and sidewalk areas, 1 2, and 3 to the board, with discussion and questions.  The Planning Board does not have to recommend to Mayor and Council to waive curb and sidewalk, but now has sole discretion. 
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ADOPTION OF RESOLUTIONS

Mr. Hozik made a motion to adopt the resolution for RICHARD WALKER granting a waiver of curb and sidewalk.   Mr. Esposito seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Mr. Hozik made a motion to adopt the resolution for MMG REAL ESTATE HOLDINGS, LLC granting a one year extension of final major site plan.   Mrs. Byrnes seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.
